INTRODUCTION P

' 1. Several relat1vely recent 1nternat1onaL actions on a1rcraft noise have
resulted in a necess1ty to amend the Council D1rect1ve 80/51/EEC(1) of
- 20 December 1979. At the same time the opportun1ty is be1ng taken to
‘correct a small defect in the word1ng of the D1rect1ve,«uh1ch has been
-.brought to the attent1on of the Comm1ss1on.

Amendment to aLLow for changes to Annex 16

2. The first of these 1nternat1onaL act10ns was by the gounc1l of the
International Civil Aviation’ Organnzat1on (ICA0) which on 11 May 1981
‘adopted extensive’amendments to Annex 16 to the Convention on interna-
tional civil aviation. These amendments stem pr1nc1paLLy from the '
recommendat1ons of the Sixth Meeting of the ICAOQ ‘Committee on Aircraft
Noise. They are technical in nature and do not affect the principles
of the Directive or the references in the Dwrect1ve to the specified
aircraft noise standards. They introduce 1nto those parts of Annex 16
-that are. referred to in the D1rect1ve, 1mprovements in the noise certw-
